Menheniot Tennis Club would like to purchase a Ball Machine to assist the club coaches
with the delivery of affordable coaching to both juniors and adults from the Parish.

As Chairman of Menheniot Tennis Club my vision is to encourage more children and adults
from the Parish to come along and enjoy the fantastic facilities we have at an affordable
cost. Not only will it be used at all junior and adult coaching sessions, but it can also assist
anyone trying out the sport that doesn’t have anyone to play with.

The applicant is asking for £495 which is 33% of the total cost (£1485).

We are looking to contribute one third of the cost. We have also applied to Allianz and they
have agreed in principle to fund £490 if we are successful with the other 66% of the funding.
We have raised £500 from various fundraisers throughout the year.

The club are contributing £500 as above as well as the time in kind of two members to
deliver the coaching programme.
